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President's Message

What a wintet! Snowmobilers may not have been able to enjoy the Kawartha Trans Canada Trail due
to lack of snow but walkers and even some cyclists took advantage of the weather. So far this spring,
reports from trail users and our managing partners indicate the trail is in good shape—just some gate

repairs and sign replacement needed.

Last summer, through a tourism grant we hired a student part time to do a trail user survey. He sur-
veyed nearly 100 users and the results were presented to the Board in January. The survey results
were revealing, confirming and informative. Some of the highlights from the survey include the fol-
lowing: the majority of users came from Peterborough; the economic impact for the trail is approxi-
mately $20,000 for the year; cycling and walking are the major uses; and the eastern section of the
trail gets the most use. There were several ideas suggested by the trail users as to how to market and
promote our trail and many of the users said the trail’s surface, scenery and safety are excellent. They
would highly recommend the trail to others. Thank you volunteers—it is because of you comments
like this are given.

Our managing partners along with the Board of Directors are constantly working on the trail, not
only maintaining it but continuing to refine and develop new opportunities or experiences for the
trails, improve signage, and engage others to use the trail.

The continued success of our trail rests with carrying a message of support to residents and visitors.
Our message has been clear and consistent, the Trans Canada Trail is important to the health of our
communities, tourism and our citizenry. Our challenge lies in raising the volume of our voice when
we shout our message. The only way we raise our volume is to increase the number of voices that
support our mission. In this age of social networking we must seek opportunities to connect with
more trail supporters. We use our newsletter, and our new website to get our message to more peo-
ple, but we need to do more.

The Trans Canada Trail, the
wotld's longest and grandest
trail, is celebrating its 20th An-
niversary in 2012, What began
in 1992 as a legacy project of
Canada's 125th Anniversary
has grown into 16,500 kilome-
tres of connected trail from
coast to coast to coast.

Through the dedication and
commitment of countless vol-
unteers; generous donations
from individuals, corporations,
and foundations; and the sup-
portt of all levels of govern-
ment, the trail is 6,000 kilome-
tres away from being fully con-
nected. Our goal is to fully
connect the trail in time for
another celebration—Canada's
150th Anniversary in 2017.

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A Beantiful 1 ew

Along our section of the Trans
Canada Trail is a beautiful
view. The panoramic vista
from the top of the drumlin in
Omemee is spectator. Breath-
taking scenery can be seen for
kilometres. The surrounding
hillsides, farms, valleys and the
Pigeon River as it enters and
leaves the village is a pictur-
esque sight. One only has to
imagine the incredible fall col-
ours from this vantage point.

The TCT bisects the Board of
Education’s property in Ome-
mee, with Scott Young Public
School (SYPS) to the south
and a 22-acre parcel of land to
the north. The grade 5 to 8

students from
SYPS have been
planting native
species on this
abandoned farm-
land since 1994.
Over 17,000 plants
have been planted
throughout the
years and over
$110, 000 has been
raised from a vati-
ety of sponsors. The students
have been involved in many
environmental projects includ-
ing planting seedlings, 10-foot
bareroot trees and wildlife
shrubs; building bird and bat
houses, erecting rock and
shrub piles; and creating a
3,000-square foot wetland on
the western section of the
property. The 20-centimetre
seedlings of 1994-6 are now 4
to 15 metres tall, depending
where they have taken root.

It is hard to imagine now what
this area looked like in the fall
of 1993. The students have
regenerated this land and en-
hanced the local ecosystem by
creating wildlife corridors. Fifty
four different species have

been planted, including
swamp/burt/red oak,
red/silver/sugatr/amur maple,
mountain/green/white/black
ash, river birch, willow, spruce,
white cedar, hemlock, butter-
nut, tamarack, highbush cran-
berry, serviceberry, nannyberry,
ninebark, lilac, stag-
horn/fragrant sumac, autumn
olive, wildflowers, sedges,
buttonbush, lily pads and duck-
weed.

If you haven’t hiked this sec-
tion of the Trans Canada T'rail
yet, you are in for a special
treat!

At the top of the drumlin,
there is a Memorial sign
honouring the
Afghanistan Mission.
Mark Maclean, a graduate
of SYPS in 1999, who was
killed in action in

December 2008, was
honoured on Earth Day
2010 by the whole school,
when they planted 300
twelve-foot bareroot red
maple trees into the side
of the drumlin.

Please control your dogs
on the trail. There have
been situations when
trail users have been
scared by aggressive
dogs.
